The Culture of Death’s Promotion of Assisted Suicide 

 
-The killing began with children, now it continues with the killing of the infirm, the weak, the elderly, or a life 

deemed useless by offering voluntary suicide. 

Nihilism, (from the Latin nihil meaning nothing) is the philosophy that denies the existence of genuine moral truths and 
asserts the ultimate meaninglessness of life or of the universe. 

The background to the promotion of assisted suicide, self-euthanasia, is eugenics broadly defined as the use of 
selective breeding to improve the human race.  Additionally, the eugenics movement sought to eliminate undesirable 
traits in society—forcibly sterilizing people with unwanted characteristics to prevent their contribution to the gene 
pool.  Acceptance of eugenics was prevalent in American society and academia in the early 1900s. In fact, these principles 
became so popular that Nazi Germany took notice. A 1934 issue of The New England Journal of Medicine even addressed 
this fact, lauding Germany as “perhaps the most progressive nation in restricting fertility among the unfit,” and noting how 
“[the American people are probably] not ready for the adoption of the German plan. ”The eugenics movement was rife 
with societal bias that defined which attributes made the best individual. Fast-forward to Germany: 

The philosophy of the German Friedrich Nietzsche coined a term in German the “superior human” (in German the 
Übermensch literally meaning superman) to give meaning to life on earth. A key German text for the normalization of 
euthanasia was The Permission to Destroy Life Unworthy of Life’ written in 1920 by two German professors, jurist Karl 
Binding and psychiatrist Alfred Hoche.  It argued that somehow the killing of mentally challenged people was appropriate 
considering how many healthy, fit young men had died in World War One (like Hoche’s own son). Killing the unfit would be 
‘purely a healing treatment’, the authors argued.  

Support for involuntary euthanasia was by no means confined to Germany. In France, Nobel-prize-winning scientist 
Alexis Carrel called for the gassing of the ‘totally degenerate’ in his 1935 global bestseller, Man the Unknown. In the UK, 
George Bernard Shaw declared in 1910: ‘eugenic politics would finally land us in extensive use of the lethal chamber’ (the 
gas chamber was invented in 1888 in the UK as a method of killing stray dogs and cats). The bottom line: who decides who 
is unworthy of life? 

In the US, states came close to passing euthanasia laws in the first decade of the 20th century, with state congressmen 
arguing that the mentally unfit should be killed. In fact, US asylums appeared to have carried out unofficial euthanasia 
policies, for example by allowing the spread of tuberculosis in asylums. In Germany the killing began with children. From 
1939 to 1945, between 5000 and 8000 babies, children and teenagers were sent to ‘special treatment centers’, where they 
were either given a lethal injection or starved to death. Since Roe vs Wade in the U.S., it is estimated that over 63,459,781 
babies were killed via abortion.  

Now the push is for assisted suicide allegedly voluntary euthanasia; but consider a recent episode in Canada 
which allows assisted suicide: Mrs. B, an elderly woman in her 80s from Ontario, was euthanized through Canada’s 
Medical Assistance in Dying (MAiD) program despite withdrawing her request, according to a report by the Ontario MAiD 
Death Review Committee.  Her husband, who was experiencing caregiver burnout, contacted MAiD services on her behalf 
and continued pushing for the procedure after she changed her mind. Despite her withdrawal and a stable medical 
condition, Mrs.  B was euthanized the same evening, despite her expressed desire to live and receive hospice care.

In New York State Governor Hochul said she would sign an Assisted Suicide Law sent to her desk. The Bishops of 
New York said the following... this new law signals our government’s abandonment of its most vulnerable citizens, 
telling people who are sick or disabled that suicide in their case is not only acceptable, but is encouraged by our 
elected leaders. Tragically, this new law will seriously undermine all of the anti-suicide and mental health care 
investments Governor Hochul has made through her tenure. How can any society have credibility to tell young 
people or people with depression that suicide is never the answer, while at the same time telling elderly and sick 
people that it is a compassionate choice to be celebrated? (Note: Governor Hochul has signed the Assisted Suicide 
Law) 

“While physician-assisted suicide will soon be legal here in New York, we must clearly reiterate that it is in 
direct conflict with Catholic teaching on the sacredness and dignity of all human life from conception until 
natural death and is a grave moral evil on par with other direct attacks on human life. We call on Catholics and 
all New Yorkers to reject physician-assisted suicide for themselves, their loved ones, and those in their care. And we 
pray that our state turns away from its promotion of a Culture of Death and invest instead in life-affirming, 
compassionate hospice and palliative care, which is seriously underutilized.”  The Bishops in Virginia stated: 
People facing the end of life are in great need and must be accompanied with great care and attentiveness. 
To address each of their needs and alleviate their suffering, patients deserve high quality medical, palliative, 
and hospice care – not suicide drugs (emphasis added) 

This promotion of suicide is also the West's revolutionary process toward nihilism, cultural suicide. This journey of 
self-dissolution has many manifestations, beginning with demographic collapse (the collapse through few or no 
children, contraception, abortion) and the "replacement" of people through uncontrolled immigration. It is also 
accomplished through the erasure of a nation's identity and historical memory. The attempt to annihilate the West's 
past, particularly its Christian roots, has been theorized over the past fifty years by the "masters of contemporary 
thought," as Professor Renato Cristin well documents in his study " The Masters of Chaos” Professor Cristin points 
out:  

Since the 1960s, anti-Western ideology has gradually gained ground. This, combined today with the bureaucracy of 
EU institutions, has numbed the conscience of European peoples, imposing political correctness and the 
acceptance of non-Europeans, denying our identity and producing chaos as a concrete historical horizon 
risking the Islamization of Europe. In his classic Europe and the Faith, published in 1920, Hilaire Belloc (1870-
1953) posed a radical alternative, which has been confirmed by over a hundred years of history: " Europe will return 
to the Faith or it will perish. For Faith is Europe and Europe is Faith." What about the United States? 

On July 13, 1917, the Blessed Virgin Mary addressed the three shepherd children of Fatima with these words: "God 
is preparing to punish the world for its crimes ..."  " …I)f it does not convert," "... several nations will be 
annihilated."  What annihilation is Our Lady referring to? The material destruction of nations, following, for example, a 
nuclear disaster, or their spiritual self-disintegration, through the oblivion of that cultural identity from which the life of 
nations springs? Or perhaps both forms of annihilation, because of a catastrophic loss of faith?  If so, the "assisted 
suicide" many call for appears not as an individual practice, but as the symbol of a collective choice, which raises a 
deeper question: "What is the destiny of human society?" The answer would be murky were it not illuminated by the 
concluding words of the Fatima prophecy, which announce not death but, after an inescapable punishment, life and 
hope on our horizon.
