Communism, Socialism, Statist Ideologies Incompatible with the Catholic Faith

What should be said immediately is the following: As the Church of God is by no means directly advocating any
particular economic and social systems, but seeks “to construct modern civilization in accordance with standards
of humanity and evangelical doctrine,” a spiritual struggle against atheistic communism, ... must be carried out so that
the Christian faithful might be strengthened, and more apt ways might be offered for the effective carrying out of apostolic
activity, especially among laborers. Proposed Teaching on Communism for Vatican Il, February 1962 (emphasis added)

The problem with communism, doctrinaire socialism, fascism is an all-powerful state which controls everything including
seeking to absorb the nuclear family, father, mother, children going against the rights of parents provided by the natural law
and taught by the Church. Pope Pius XI taught communism is by its very nature perverse and the following about socialism:
“[Socialism] is based nevertheless on a theory of human society peculiar to itself and irreconcilable with true Christianity.
Religious socialism, Christian socialism, are contradictory terms; no one can be at the same time a good Catholic and a true
socialist.”

Other popes have echoed this. For example, Pope John Paul Il reminded the Church Socialism considers the individual
person simply as an element, a molecule within the social organism, so that the good of the individual is completely
subordinated to the functioning of the socio-economic mechanism. Pope Benedict XVI taught: “We do not need a State
which regulates and controls everything”

The State which would provide everything, absorbing everything into itself, would ultimately become a mere bureaucracy
incapable of guaranteeing the very thing which the suffering person - every person - needs: namely, loving personal
concermn. ...In the end, the claim that just social structures would make works of charity superfluous masks a materialist
conception of man: the mistaken notion that man can live ‘by bread alone’ (Mt 4:4; cf. Dt 8:3) - a conviction that demeans
man and ultimately disregards all that is specifically human.”(Encyclical Deus Caritas Est, December 25, 2005, n. 28)

NOTE: Subsidiarity is a cardinal principle of Catholic social teaching that one should not withdraw from individuals and
commit to the community what they can accomplish by their own enterprise and industry. A major problem is
materialism, which teaches that the governing forces of human history are material and not spiritual, and that through
conflict man will eventually arrive at the final goal: a perfect society in the future based completely on material things. This is
completely at odds with Christianity.

Key Thematic Points from Pope Pius Xl about communism:

o "Intrinsically Evil": Pope Pius XI declared that no one who wishes to save Christian civilization can assist
communism in any project.

o Failed Utopia: The encyclical analyzes how communism falsely promises a paradise on earth by destroying
the foundations of Christian civilization.

o Role of the Press: The Church calls for a proactive Catholic media to spread the true social doctrine and inform
the faithful of the tactics of the "enemy".
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Atheism as a Foundation: The Church's primary objection is that communism is built on a denial of
God, which ultimately leads to a denial of human rights.

Destruction of the Family: The encyclical warns that communism seeks to "thrust" women into public
production, stripping them from the home and giving the state exclusive rights to educate children.

Spiritual Defense: Pius XI advocates for the use of the Catholic media and social doctrine to illuminate
minds and resist "insidious deceits".

Pope Pius Xl opposed other “pagan” ideologies each tailored to a specific regime:

Against Fascism (Italy) Non Abbiamo Bisogno: Key points:

Protest Against Suppression: The document was written in response to Mussolini's forcible dissolution of
Catholic youth organizations in Italy.

Condemnation of "Statolatry": Pius X| attacked the deification of the state, arguing it was contrary to
Catholic doctrine and separated civil authority from God.

Defense of Catholic Action: The Pope defended the right of Catholic Action (laity collaboration with the
hierarchy) to exist, arguing it was essential to the Church's mission, not a political threat.

Irreconcilable Views: The Pope declared that many practices and ideas of the Fascist party were
incompatible with the Catholic faith, specifically mentioning the forced ideological indoctrination of children.

Against Nazism (Germany) Mit Brennender Sorge: The text rejected the idolatry of race, people, and the
state, emphasizing that true faith in God cannot be replaced by a national religion or a cult around a "mortal"
leader.

Defense of Rights: It affirmed that humans possess fundamental rights derived from God, which the state
must respect.

Support for Faith: It encouraged German Catholics and clergy to remain loyal to Christ and the Church,
despite, and in response to, the "painful trials" inflicted by the regime.

Significance: It is recognized as a direct, though implicitly named, attack on Nazism and a defense of
Christian truth, leading to immediate retaliation from the Gestapo.

The Church’s teaching relies heavily on the constructive social vision Pius X established years earlier:
Foundation in Quadragesimo Anno (1931): This encyclical on "Reconstructing the Social Order"

introduced the principle of subsidiarity that the state should not absorb the functions of individuals
and families.

The "Double Rejection": In both Quadragesimo Anno and Divini Redemptoris, the Pope rejects
both atheistic communism and unregulated capitalism, arguing that the abuses of unregulated
capitalism create the "fertile soil" for communism to grow.
