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Mass and Worthiness to Receive Holy Communion 

             
Presenting oneself to receive Holy Communion should be a conscious decision, based on a reasoned 
judgment regarding one’s worthiness to do so, according to the Church’s objective criteria, asking such 
questions as: “Am I in full communion with the Catholic Church? Am I guilty of mortal sin? Have I incurred a penalty 
(e.g. excommunication, interdict) that forbids me to receive Holy Communion? Have I prepared myself by fasting for 
at least an hour?” The practice of indiscriminately presenting oneself to receive Holy Communion, merely 
because of being present at Mass, is an abuse that must be corrected (cf. Instruction “Redemptionis 
Sacramentum,” nos. 81, 83).  
 
The “I confess”: at Mass is not sacramental confession. It does NOT take away mortal sin. The prayer at Mass 
“…say but the word and my soul shall be healed” does NOT take away mortal sin. Catholics may not go to 
Communion in a state of mortal sin, which would be another mortal sin of sacrilege. Sadly, one of the most 
frequent mortal sins is not observing the Lord’s Day by the deliberate missing of Mass on Sunday when not 
prevented by illness or some other impossibility like the inability to leave a sick person for which you are 
responsible.  Catholics follow the Third Commandment, Keep Holy the Lord’s Day by assisting at Mass.   
 
Leaving Mass early “the quick getaway” after receiving Communion is disrespectful to the Lord just 
received, absent a serious reason like an emergency or illness; and if a substantial part of the Mass is 
missed than the obligation to worship God on Sunday/Saturday evening has not been fulfilled. A saint 
remarked: “The Mass is long', you say, and I add: 'Because your love is short.' Isn't it strange how many Christians, 
who take their time and have leisure enough in their social life (they are in no hurry), in following the sleepy rhythm of 
their professional affairs, in eating and recreation (no hurry here either), find themselves rushed and want to rush the 
Priest, in their anxiety to shorten the time devoted to the most holy Sacrifice of the Altar?” 
 
The Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches, “Mortal sin destroys charity in the heart of man by a grave violation of 
God’s law; it turns man away from God, who is his ultimate end and his beatitude, by preferring an inferior good to 
Him” (#1855).  Therefore, sacramental absolution is necessary to forgive mortal sin, to restore the sanctifying grace 
in a person’s soul, and to reconcile the person fully with God and neighbor. Remember the Easter Duty” prescribed 
by the Fourth Lateran Council (1215) which stated: “Every faithful of either sex who has reached the age of 
discretion should at least once a year faithfully confess all his sins in secret to his own priest.  He should 
strive as far as possible to fulfill the penance imposed on him, and with reverence receive at least during Easter time 
the sacrament of the Eucharist.”)   
 
Only a legalist would suggest that you only go to Confession, when in a state of mortal sin, thereby hinting 
regular confession is not necessary.  Regular confession is the recipe for sainthood, and all the saints of our 
Church knew it because it’s an act of humility.  We all have hidden sins. Psalm 19:12-14 In going to Confession, 
we acknowledge that God sees everything even our hidden sins and we go to Him saying: Here’s what I see, 
Lord.  But you see everything and I am sorry for sins I don’t see and help me to know and see them because they 
interfere with Your love.
